When I say cycle, I do mean on a bike with no motor. For those interested, the 

current record, set in October 2006, stands at 8 days, 10 hours and 57 minutes, 

gdkc ax MRVƍr Qhbg`qc Unkkdaqdfs- Hƍl `hlhmf sn l`jd sgd 3+///jl intqmdx

across Australia in under 8 days, starting on August 29, 2010.  

 

Having cycled twice previous from Adelaide to Perth in a more casual fashion, I 

knew this attempt would stretch me to my limits, but as preparation continues 

and I get further information about what will be required, it becomes quite 

daunting.  

 

The world record attempt will be equivalent to swimming the English Channel 

14 times straight, doing 45 consecutive marathons, or enduring nearly 1 million 

pushups.  

During the attempt I will be physically cycling for more than 20 hours per day, 

cycling the equivalent of Paris to Amsterdam or Perth to Coolgardie daily. 

When you allow an hour for breaks during the day, and a half hour at the start 

and end of the day to shower/eat/get dressed etc, and you see this only leaves

During the attempt, I will be supported by a crew of around six people, who 

will hopefully look after everything except the actual cycling. The attempt 

would not be possible without these individuals, so I thank them immensely for 

their support.  

Obviously there is a lot that has to come together in order to make the          

attempt a success, however the real success will come with raising money for 

the Royal Flying Doctor Service, a not -for -profit organization providing           

Invaluable medical services to those throughout Australia. If you are able to 

make a donation to the RFDS, it would be greatly appreciated.
